These versions are very old and there have been many changes. If you have ever changed the ntp.conf

file then you may need to change some configuration files. Type this at the command line interface:
1ls /boot/etc/

Look at the list of files. Do you see a file called ntp.conf?

If no, then you can go ahead and upgrade to the current version without problems.

If yes, then you have some work to do. First, upgrade to the current firmware version. Then edit the
default file /etc/ntp.conf to make any changes you need. When you are done, save to /boot/etc/ntp.conf.
