Problem: 
Use of the alternate, IPV6-capable, syslog-ng system logging daemon can cause severe memory usage 

and/or leakage problems, to the extent that the Linux operating system begins shedding processes and 

the unit must eventually be rebooted. 

 

 

Symptoms: 
Typically, the failure is noted when some of the main services such as ssh, snmp or ntp become 

unavailable.  On examination of the system log files, many entries related to failed memory allocation 

errors will be present.  Also, entries pertaining to killing running processes by the system will be 

present. 

 

 

Required Action: 
We recommend that you do NOT use syslog-ng.  Use the factory default syslog daemon instead.  If 

you are using remote logging to an IPV6 server, you will need to configure an IPV4 address on that 
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server to accept the syslog entries sent from the EndRun product.  The factory default syslog daemon 

is not IPV6 capable. 

 

To revert from using syslog-ng to the factory default syslog do the following: 

 
rm /boot/etc/syslog-ng.conf 

 

If needed, edit /etc/syslog.conf to add a remote server, or to make any other modifications to the default 

configuration.  After saving the edited file, copy it to the non-volatile memory area: 

 
cp /etc/syslog.conf /boot/etc 

 

Finally, you will need to reboot the system:
